1. Rules

2. Signals made ashore
2.1. Signals made ashore will be displayed on a signaling mast near the entrance of the WSKLuM-clubhouse.
2.2. When code flag”L” is displayed with 1 sound signal, a notice to competitors has been posted on the notice board near the entrance of the WSKLuM office.
2.3. Flag “AP” + flag “A” + 2 sound signals mean the race is cancelled.
3. The course
The course will be a “Round the can Race” and will be given during the briefing on Saturday 21th June. The “Finish Declaration Form” will be attached on the Course.
4. The starting line
The starting line will be between the lighthouse on the head of the Eastern Pier of Nieuwpoort on P side and the KYCN buoy on STB side.
5. Starting time

5.1. Each boat shall start between 12 p.m. and 12.15 p.m. local time and declare his exact start time on the Finish Declaration Form.
5.2. A boat starting before 12 p.m. will see this time frame add twice to his elapsed time.  
5.3. A boat starting after 12.15 p.m. will be considered as having left at 12.15 p.m.

6. Race flag

Each participating boat must display the club burgee on the backstay at least at 1,5 meter above deck

7. The finishing line
The finishing line will be between the lighthouse on the head of the Eastern Pier of Nieuwpoort and the KYCN buoy on P side.
8. Finish Declaration Form (see art.3)
Each yacht will complete and return his Finish Declaration Form on S.Y. DANIELI (G6), in order to validate his participation, within 60 minutes after his arrival.

9. Time limit
9.1. The race will be abandoned if no boat finishes before 5 p.m.
9.2. The time limit for the race will be 120 minutes after the first finishing yacht.
10. Results and prize giving

ASAP after the race.
11. DNF (Did Not Finish)
A yacht that retires from the race shall notify promptly the Race Committee on VHF Channel 72.

12. DNS (Did Not Start)

Registered yacht not leaving the harbour shall inform promptly the Race Committee on VHF Channel 72.

13. VHF channel 72 will be used by the Race Committee. 

Each participant shall be standby on channel 72 during the all race.
